It has come to our attention that Gary Wiegert will be submitting his name for consideration by the Central Committee to appear as the Republican nominee for House District #110 after the only current Republican candidate Rep. Bruce DeGroot files the necessary paperwork to remove his name from the ballot. 
Mr. Wiegert serving as a Republican Candidate for the statehouse would be EXTREMELY offensive to the men and women of the St. Louis Metropolitan Department and St. Louis County Police Department. He is simply unfit to serve in the Missouri General Assembly. Mr. Wiegert has been a very toxic force in many different positions and with several organizations in our community and has acted unethically when placed in positions of trust. We strongly believe he would bring that toxic nature and unethical behavior to our State Legislature and cause great anxiety and conflict in the House Republican Caucus and the Missouri House of Representatives. 
Mr. Wiegert is fundamentally incapable of productive and meaningful collaboration. He consistently puts his self-interest above those of any organization with which he is associated and its members. He has been a disruptive and destructive force in both the St Louis Police Officers Association (“SLPOA”) and the St Louis Police Retirement System causing unrest and thousands of dollars in legal fees to both organizations. We feel it is important for you and your colleagues to be informed about a pattern of willful and inappropriate conduct by Gary Wiegert that reveals fundamental character flaws which we believe the voters of House District #110 would be mortified by from their next State Representative.

· SLPOA was forced to issue a cease-and-desist letter to Mr. Wiegert to stop him from illegally utilizing SLPOA logo in televised political ads long after his expulsion from SLPOA: 
· Gary Wiegert was banned and prohibited entry to the St louis Police Retirement System offices by a vote of the St Louis PRS Board of Trustees for harassment and creating a hostile work environment for the St Louis PRS staff
· Gary Wiegert was expelled and thrown off the St Louis Police Retirement System Board of Trustees by a vote of all the trustees for unethical conduct by a Board member
We do not believe these are the qualities which the good people of House District #110 and the Missouri Fraternal Order of Police which represents almost 8,000 members across this state are looking for in their next State Representative.  We also do not believe the House Republican Caucus needs to have this type of a problem to deal with and the embarrassment he will no doubt bring to the party and St Louis County.  It would be unfortunate if Mr. Wiegert would receive this nomination, as the men and woman that wear the Blue have been very appreciative of the loyal and patriotic support St Louis County Republicans have given to law enforcement.
